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During this period, the income of the charity doubled, and
the number of patients treated had increased from 2,000 to
34,000. Nairne himself was described as a quiet man, and a
‘staunch, modest, almost retiring figure, wise and steadfast in
counsel’. He was apparently highly conservative in outlook,
with a passion for classical culture, and an obsession for
undertaking good works. After his sudden death on 10th
December 1921 (a memorial service was held at St Giles’
Church, Camberwell), Camberwell Borough Council
decided to name one of its roads Nairne Grove. Like the
Lydekkers (see Report and Accounts 2002:11), the Nairne

family has been closely associated

with this Society for a high
proportion of its almost two

centuries®.

He has also contributed widely to medical
history, especially that involving tropical medicine (which includes this
Society). As well as contributions to several medical societies, he was
President of the Royal Society of Tropical Medicine and Hygiene (1993-5).
He is now Visiting Professor at University College London. The Society is
most grateful to Professor Cook for a series of historical articles which have
appeared in its Annual Reports over the last ten years, of which the present

article is the latest example.
